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Recreation Class Structure
e Pre CanSkate classes are 1/2 hour
classes once per week.

« Pre CanSkate classes are held on
the last 1/3 of MAC 1

e CanSkate classes are 1 hour classes
two times per week.

e CanSkate classes are held on the
same ice as the Pre CanSkate, on
the remaining 2/3 of the ice. Skaters
